Since 1997 the Tax Programme has been annually hosting 6 to 7 regular OECD international tax seminars
inviting more than 4,000 middle and high ranking tax officials from 50 countries in the Asia-Pacific region.
As of today, the number of seminars held by the Tax Programme has reached 140.

OECD tax seminars carried by the Tax Programme have been highly evaluated by the OECD as well as by
participants in terms of its awareness and participant-satisfaction. The Programme has been evaluated as
one of the best OECD Tax Seminars & Events according to the OECD's Independent Evaluation Service.

The Programme has been trying to enhance understanding of Korea in order to strengthen neighborly
relations with tax officials that participate in its seminars. In part of this effort, the Programme has
been introducing various information on Korea’s economic development, culture, and history as well as
providing study visits to industrial and historical sites for all the participants.

The Competition Programme holds competition law workshops/seminars, providing
opportunities for competition officials in the region to share their experience and knowledge
for an effective competition law enforcement.

The Programme has been providing capacity building activities on the topics of cartel
prosecution, bid rigging & public procurement, merger analysis and abuse of dominance
since 2004. The specific types of workshops and seminars are as follows: in-country
workshops to ensure an active participation of local officials since 2005; sector specific
workshops to focus on competition issues in particular sectors such as ICT, financial and IP
since 2010; seminars for judges to explore competition law theory and cases from 2011;
and bilateral seminars for competition authorities in the region to meet the needs of target
jurisdictions since 2017.

In 2019, the Programme hosted 6 workshops/seminars including a bilateral seminar in
Thailand that has recently revised the law, a joint event with Japan Fair Trade Commission
covering competition issues of digitalisation to strengthen cooperation on capacity building
programmes in the region and a seminar for judges in cooperation with the Supreme Court
of Thailand, inviting 241 participants in total.
